	Inspects the exterior of the home noting and explaining conditions found along the way, offering suggestions for correction as necessary.

	Provides home fire safety information concerning escape plan, smoke detector placement and upkeep, and emergency phone numbers (minimum)

	Concludes the survey by complimenting occupant on safe condition found and thanks occupant for invitation to conduct survey.  Leaves a business calling card.
