	Checks oil level by removing stick, wiping clean, reinserts and removes again and reads level markings

	Adds oil if necessary, uses recommended type and weight

	Inspects all lighting equipment for frayed insulation, loose connections and bent prongs.  Removes from service if necessary

	Shuts off power before servicing

	Wearing gloves, removes defective bulb and installs proper replacement
