Backaround: A key to effective tactics by the first company is to have a working knowledge of occupancies

within their still districts. Conducting company level preplans will assist in this knowledge development.
Consult your local SOG's on the procedures for company preplans when completing this training session.
After routine responses or other training sessions are completed, companies can also use this time to update
and refamiliarize themselves with important pre-incident information. At incidents, the company officer may
quickly review access points, building information and other data while responding and the incident com-
mander will also use this as a basis of tactical and strategic decision making. Review your department SOG

on pre-plans and discuss the content of your pre-plans.
